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Major General Anders B. Aadland is Director of the U.S. Army Installation Management Agency.  In this position, General Aadland serves as principal advisor to the Assistant Chief of Staff, Installation Management (ACSIM), and spokesman for all Army base operations issues.  MG Aadland oversees management of 181 Army installations, 75,000 military and civilian personnel, and a budget exceeding $14 billion.

Prior to his current assignment, General Aadland served as Commanding General, U.S. Army Maneuver Support Center and Fort Leonard Wood, MO, and Commandant of the U.S. Army Engineer School.
