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Wayne Arny is the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Navy (Installations & Facilities) for the Department of the Navy.  In this position, he is responsible to the Assistant Secretary, H.T. Johnson, and to the Secretary, Gordon England for installations and facilities, as well as oversight of safety, environmental, and strategic resource issues.  Prior to accepting this position, Wayne Arny served as the Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Navy (Installations & Environment), a position he helped eliminate during a Secretarial reorganization shortly after he joined the Navy Staff.  His first position with the George W. Bush Administration was as the Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense (Senate Legislative Affairs) for the Department of Defense.  In this position he was responsible for legislative coordination between the Department and the U.S. Senate.
 

Prior to these positions, Wayne Arny was the President of Wayne Arny & Associates, which he had founded in January 1990 after 29 years in the Federal Government and the U.S. Navy.  His government relations firm represented clients involved in national security and international affairs issues in front of all Executive and Legislative Branches.  He also assisted his clients in marketing to the Federal Government and the Private Sector.  The issues he covered included national strategy, naval warfare, Navy propeller repair and manufacturing, free trade, environmental engineering and consulting, international communications, military and federal procurement, defense logistics infrastructure, program management, American cruise ship legislation, as well as base reuse issues in Guam.
 

In 1989 Wayne Arny left federal service for the first time after serving on Capitol Hill and in two positions in the Reagan Administration.  From 1986 to 1989 he was the Program Associate Director (National Security & International Affairs) at the OMB in the White House.  From 1984 to 1986 he was the Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Navy (Shipbuilding & Logistics) handling procurement issues covering shipbuilding, aircraft procurement, real estate, environmental restoration, weapons procurement, and logistics.  From 1981 to 1984 Mr. Arny was a Professional Staff Member on the Subcommittee on Sea Power and Force Projection of the Senate Armed Services Committee, where he worked for Sen. John Tower (R-TX) and Sen. Bill Cohen (R-ME).  He was responsible for Navy shipbuilding, procurement, research and development, missiles, torpedoes, electronics, ASW aircraft, airlift, sealift, rapid deployment forces, and general maritime and naval strategy issues.
 

Wayne Arny is a 1964 graduate of the U.S. Naval Academy and served as an active duty Naval Aviator until 1981, achieving the rank of Commander, when he resigned to work for the Senate Armed Services Committee.  During his active duty service, he was a fighter pilot flying the F-4 PHANTOM off Vietnam, with additional tours in the Western Pacific, the Mediterranean and the North Atlantic.  During his career he was also a Test Pilot and a long-range planning officer for the Chief of Naval Operations.  In 1979 he was the first Navy Fellow and first Military Fellow at the American Enterprise Institute for Public Policy Research.  In 1980 he was a planning officer in the State Department.  He finished his career as a Captain in the Naval Reserve, having had command of two Battle Staffs; one for the CNO in Washington and the other for a NATO Command in Portugal.
 

In addition to graduating from the U.S. Naval Academy with a Bachelor of Science degree, Wayne Arny has a Masters in International Relations from Catholic University, Washington, DC.  He is a graduate of the Navy Test Pilot School, the Navy Fighter Weapons School (Topgun), and the Naval War College.  He is married and has two sons.  His oldest is a Lieutenant Commander F-14 Naval Flight Officer who is the Assistant Operations Officer in Fighter Squadron 211 (VF-211) in Oceana, VA, and recently participated in the operational evaluation of the F/A-18E/F.  His youngest is a Lieutenant F-14 Naval Flight Officer who was recently selected for Lieutenant Commander and is enroute to the USS ENTERPRISE to be the Assistant Navigator.  Both are graduates of the U.S. Naval Academy; one with the Class of 1990, and the other with the Class of 1993.  The oldest is also a graduate of Topgun.  Mr. Arny retains his aviation currency as a commercial/instrument rated pilot flying the Beechcraft Bonanza.
