Mr. Prosch is committed to the three components of the Army Vision:  achieving a high quality of life for people through the Residential Communities Initiative (RCI) and utility systems privatization; strengthening the Army’s readiness to prevail in every mission by improving our installations capacity for power projection and training; and making the transformation of installation management a reality.  As co-chair of the Installation Program Evaluation Group, he is also dedicated to efficiently managing and expanding the $13.5B installation budget.
